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Scientific and technological genocide refers to the intentional eradication of
populations through the elimination or acquisition of specific forms of knowledge
and technology. In an era marked by rapid technological advancement, this
predatory approach poses a significant and evolving threat to human rights and
global security. Emerging technologies, particularly artificial intelligence and
genetic engineering, have introduced novel ethical and legal challenges that
necessitate the development of updated regulatory frameworks. International
organizations such as the UNESCO and WIPO bear a critical responsibility in
preventing the misuse of technology and safeguarding fundamental rights, including
equitable access to knowledge. UNESCO supports scientific cooperation and
equality of access to information, while WIPO focuses on preventing technological
monopolization through enactment and enforcement of intellectual property laws.
The main obstacle in this field is the absence of effective legal mechanisms for
identifying, and prosecuting acts of scientific and technological genocide.
Addressing this phenomenon requires improved institutional collaboration between
UNESCO and WIPO, as well as the broader international legal community. As a
result, strengthening the scientific and legal infrastructures of Islamic countries in
Africa is imperative to alleviate vulnerabilities and ensure equitable participation in
global technological development. Proposed measures to confront scientific and
technological genocide include the establishment of a comprehensive international
legal framework, the promotion of transnational cooperation in the protection of
intellectual property rights, and the implementation of educational initiatives aimed
at raising awareness of the risks associated with the weaponization or
monopolization of critical technologies.
